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Goods and Services Tax (GST), a historic tax reform, came into effect from 1st July 2017. On the
occasion of implementation of GST in Balmer Lawrie, an inauguration function was organised at the
Corporate Office in Kolkata. Other offices of the Company in Delhi, Mumbai, Manali and Chennai were
connected through video conferencing. Mr. Prabal Basu, C&MD inaugurated the GST implementation
program in the Company with the posting of the first outward supply invoice that successfully captures
all the details and requirements of specifications as required by GST law. C&MD, while inaugurating the
function said that GST implementation is one of the most significant initiatives of the Government,
which would not only usher benefit to the whole economy, but also go a long way in ease of doing
business, broadening the market with subsuming of the various indirect taxes under GST. C&MD
extended his sincere thanks and complimented the BL team for timely implementation of GST across
the diversified verticals. However, C&MD emphasized that for smooth stabilization of the GST roll out in
the Company, there might be challenges and impediments galore at least for a couple of quarters
involving the entire cycle of activities.
